1) Pinellas and Pasco counties School Systems:  Students with disabilities typically graduate at a lower rate than their able-bodied counterparts;  they are often not accessing services designed to enhance their graduation rates/learning including vocational rehabilitation, blind services, equipment, etc.  IDEA implementation is not fully realized—counselors are not matching student needs to available services.  Currently, CASCIL participates on two student transition coalitions (one in Pinellas and one in Pasco)—enhancing communication among providers and students.

2) Pinellas County Transit Authority:  continues to violate consumer rights in its paratransit application process.  Planning to have the head of Civil Rights within the Federal Transit Authority come to Pinellas to hold public forums and proceed from there.
3) Transportation Disadvantaged funding was enhanced the last legislative session via advocacy of the CILs and the TD authority.

4) Accessible and affordable housing—working to enhance opportunities for home ownership as well as increase of Section 8 vouchers.
